Purpose: Promote, protect, and improve the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens 
by imposing administrative fines and other non-criminal penalties in order to provide an 
equitable, expeditious, effective, and inexpensive method of enforcing ordinances under 
circumstances when a pending or repeated violation continues to exist.  
 
1. Call meeting to order; Pledge of Allegiance 
The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m.   
 
2. Roll call; witnesses sign log; swearing in 
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Ms. Chiappetta called roll and determined a quorum was present. 
 
Witnesses were sworn in.

Chair Karney read a communication from Mr. Schmidt, which indicated he is traveling in 
Nepal and wished to be considered in absentee for the position of Vice Chair. 
 
Motion made by Mr. Wolfe, seconded by Mr. Forman, to close the nominations. In a roll 
call vote, the motion passed unanimously. 
 
Ms. Saunders was elected to the position of Vice Chair. 
 
Mr. Forman was congratulated on becoming a “full-fledged” member of the board.

Motion made by Mr. Wolfe, seconded by Mr. Forman, to approve the minutes of the 
Board’s April 2018 meeting as presented.

 Status Hearing 
 
Det. Maniates stated the property owner was Pinecrest AP LLC, who had received legal 
notice of this meeting on 4/27/18.  Det. Maniates has been in contact with the owner 
several times in the past 30 days.  Police-related activity over the past 30 days totaled 
11:  3 from 941 NE 62 Street, and 8 from the rest of the Plaza.  None were nuisance-
related.  Out of the 11 calls, no report was taken on nine of them.   
 
Det. Maniates stated that the owner of Cheers has attended every monthly meeting and 
contacts the detective if there is an issue.  The owner has installed all new LED lighting 
on the property, and Det. Maniates had photos for the board.  The photos showed how 
the new fixtures lit up the property. 
 
Det. Maniates stated that the property is in compliance at this time, and he 
recommended a Status Hearing for the month of July, 2018.  He told the property owner 
that he did not have to attend this meeting.
