Communications to City Commission

Motion made by Vice Chair Strobel, seconded by Mr. Sea, to recommend the City Commission approve of the
proposed amendment to the City of Fort Lauderdale Municipal Code 8-144, with the two exceptions:

1. Tofix the parking issue to make it fair for all people
2. To eliminate the prohibition for riparian right holders to have a-dock permit on seawall as long
as they pay upgrading for seawall and Code requirements for the life of the permit

In a roll call vote, the motion passed 8-0.
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
