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1. Please describe the nominee’s accomplishments or contributions to the community. Examples include
civic responsibility, financial contributions, volunteer service, projects accomplished, or other categories.

For severa years Ted was the Chairman of the Fort Lauderdale Auto Show, bringing the automotive manufacturers from around
the world to Fort Lauderdale for this annual event. Ted earned many automotive honors during his career including the
prestigious Time Magazine Dealer Of The Year.

Over the years Ted and the company received several other automotive business accolades including "Cadillac Deder Of The
Year" (multiple recipient), The General Motors "Jack Smith Leadership Award" (multiple recipient) , Automotive Age
Magazine' s"World' sLargest Automotive Dealer”, Automotive News "Deder Of The Year", the Honda President’ sAward
(multiple recipient), the Toyota Chairman’ sCouncil (multiple recipient), the Mazda President’ sCouncil (multiple recipient), and
was recognized by the Automotive News for being the nation’ slargest volume Chevrolet dealer.

In 2015 Ted was honored as the recipient of the Concours d’ EleganceAutomotive Lifetime Achievement Award, recognizing the
impact that Ted has had on the automotive industry. However, Ted was most proud of the generations of families that built
careers at the Ed Morse Automotive Group and for hiswork in the Fort Lauderdale community.

2. Why is the nominee deserving of this award?

Ted had apassion for helping those in need, most notably for giving his time and support to the Boys & Girls Club of Broward
County where he sat on the Board of Directors, The Muscular Dystrophy Association, where over the years he raised nearly $2
million through the annual Ed Morse golf tournament, and the American Diabetes Association which named Ted Morse "Father
of The Year" in 2014.

In 2013 Ted was recognized by The Fort Lauderdale Historical Society for his philanthropic work and his time spent in the
service of others. On April 23rd, 2013 Ted was honored when he accepted a proclamation from Fort Lauderdale mayor Jack
Seiler proclaiming April 26th asthe Morse Family -- Ed Morse Automotive Group Appreciation Day.

Ted Morse passed on last year. Ted' slegacy of giving to those in need, along with the continued efforts of hiswife Patti and
children Teddy and Cathy will bring assistance and joy to many in our community for years and decades to come.

Edward J., "Ted" Morse, Jr. was born in Miami on December 19th, 1949 and grew up in South Florida. Ted, along with hiswife
Patti raised their family in Broward county, first as residents of Coral Springs and subsequently as residents of Fort Lauderdale.
Ted Morse was in the automotive business virtually his entire life along with his father, Edward J. Morse, Sr. Ted learned the
business from the ground floor working hisway up through the deal ership ranks, gaining experience in both sales and service.
After several years as General Manager of Ed Morse Chevrolet in Lauderhill Ted moved to the group’ scorporate office in Fort
Lauderdale where he eventually became the Owner/Operator, Chairman, and CEO.
